7. President's Report: C. Bretan - I hope you had a good week, I met with 
IPPC last week, one of the learning goals that was brought up was 
that a liberally educated student has a notion that he or she has a 
lot to learn at the end of his or her college career.  We also 
discussed the strategic action plan and I will forward you the 
document this week, please read it, everyone.  We discussed the 
Sexual Assault Task Force and they met with Dean Calhoun.  They 
are deciding whether students have appropriate support, whether it 
should be a judicial system or not, whether people dealing with 
these cases should be trained, because now they are not.  Lastly, 
you guys should have all received the Pavilion email.  Last minute, 
the SGA lawyer said we had to conduct this as a corporate vote, so 
you all have to respond to that email in order to vote.  We do have 
30 days for the votes to get in, so we have enough time to get the 
word out.  Make sure you open the email and vote, either 'yes' or 
'no.'  Try to get this out, tell friends, tell constituencies, etc.  There 
is a full explanation of what Pavilion is and what we plan to do with 
it on the SGA website.  Also, please be at senate on time, be in 
your seats at 8:00 and bring your binders, S. Schneider spent a lot 
of time this summer putting them together.

    Vice President's Forum


a) S. Solomon - Learning goals were discussed at academic council 
and I will send them to you all.  The conversation was robust.  Major 
fair is starting a week from yesterday in the atrium.

a) Conversation on Poster Policy: C. Bretan - People have been 
really concerned with what we can do in the meantime while these 
decisions regarding Poster Policy are being made, and Erica Fuller 
has graciously agreed to come in tonight to speak with us about it.



i. Erica Fuller, Coordinator for Sustainability - Thank you for 


inviting me, I hope the conversation will be productive.  I will 


talk about the history of how this came to be.  I want to 


recognize the frustration that has arisen and put value 



towards that. Last spring, the Campus Environment 



Committee worked with IPPC and talked about things that 


were a concern in terms of publicity for events, a main piece 


was the poster piece.  It was communicated with us that it 


had approval from the various parties within SGA, so we 


brought it to IPPC to gain their support so I think one of the 


problems was the communication we thought was happening 


wasn't happening, so we thought we were going through the 


right process, but that clearly wasn't the case.  What is done 


is done but now I want to make sure communication is open 


and we can come to a comfortable resting place.  I just want 


to open it up to talk about if there are questions about the 


process and the policy.



ii. C. Bretan - The senators understand that you were of the 


impression that there was communication with SGA, so we 


will open it to questions about policy.



iii. S. Drucker - Most of the people I have discussed 



concerned with are in agreement that the problem with the 


number is that if an event is really small, will they print out 


the number just because?  There are a few exceptions to 


clubs, such as SOAR, because their posters are informational, 


so setting a fixed number seems counterproductive on both 


sides.




-Ms. Fuller - With the campaign piece, do posters stay 



for the year or for the semester?




-S. Drucker - That’s something else we've been talking 



about, how long should posters stay up?  In the past, it 


has been a few weeks, but we are trying to get the 



posters down more quickly.




-Ms. Fuller - It sounds like the campaigning issue should 


be kept separate.



iv. S. Schneider - This is my fourth year involved in the 



Skidmore Pride Alliance, and those events are things where 


there is a set date.  April is a big month with events, and 


some posters contain a lot of information for a large period 


of time, so something like that would be up for at least a 


month.  That is an issue we've also talked about.  Another 


thing was that in the policies, I think one of the problems with 

25 posters is, what does that mean?  Are they all 11 by 17, 


a little piece of paper?  SGA will only pay for 25, so what 


about black and white posters?




-Ms. Fuller - That was brought up in the SkidNews 



article and that does need to be defined.



v. S. Welsh - We've been at a loss to find an appropriate 


number, but do you have any rationale for why 25 is an 


appropriate number versus 75 or 100?




-Ms. Fuller - we were trying to reduce the number of 



pieces of paper that we have on campus.  At the same 



time, we know that there is an excitement on campus 



in seeing posters and events going on, so we came up 



with 25, and then thought that was low, but we were 



told SGA was fine with that, and then we came back 



with a compromise of 50 and I think the real question 



is what is the value added with increasing the number 



of posters?  My sense is there's more to the story than 


just putting up more posters.  I think there are more 



posters up than we need.



vi. S. Welsh - Being the VP for Financial Affairs, I look at it 


from a different perspective.  Every club has a budget for 


publicity, so do you think it would be appropriate - I think the 


best way to go about this is to attack it from a budgetary 


standpoint, then its up to the clubs to decide when and how 


they want to use their budget.  What are your thoughts on 


that?




-Ms. Fuller - I think when you say you can only have 'x' 



amount of posters for your event and 'x' amount for 



your event, some people feel cheated, and might think 



the system is unfair, so I think that might be a really 



good fit.  But it doesn't get to the issue of black and 



white posters.



vii. S. Solomon - I was going to note that there are students 


who are making posters for events and are aware of the 


poster campaign and this is also affecting committees and 


not just clubs, so this is more far-reaching than we thought, 


and people aren't sure how many they should be making.



viii. S. Blumer - There are two different conversations, one on 

the number and one on how they should be used.  I want to 


point out that larger clubs have larger budgets, depending.  


We really think about how many posters we need depending 


on the event, and I think just giving us a number will not be 


useful, I think the 25 would be even more wasteful because 


we could just go print black and white.



ix. S. Snow - We're talking about event sizes, I organize 


events for the entire school, Junior Ring, and so am I limited 


to 25 for that?  I want to poster the dorms, Scribner, 



Northwoods, so is it clubs, class councils, committees, 



everyone that this applies to?



x. S. Langyintuo - What would be the consequences of a club 


printing more than 25?




-Ms. Fuller - facilities services will take them down.




-C. Bretan - And office services will not print more than 


25.



xi. S. Cass-Antony - When the conversation was brought to 


IPPC, SGA was told we should talk about it, and then the 


number 75 was thrown out, then people thought that was 


too much, what are your thoughts?




-Ms. Fuller - I thought 25 was appropriate, then I 




thought doubling that was a good compromise, I just 



think we need to get a handle on what makes sense for 


what events.  Seeing poster after poster on one 




walkway isn't strategic postering and that’s why we 



were trying to find a number.



xii. S. Cass-Antony - Two concerns were that when 



Campus Safety puts out those safety alerts, they have 



90 designated places, and we aren't campus safety, 



but it would be nice to at least hit many of those 



locations. Another concern was that while I certainly 



hear that having one poster on every pillar may not be 



effective, when you see  10 posters in the same area, 



it is really good advertising and people notice it a lot 



more, because it's so much more effective than to go 



around and put one up in Wait, one in Johnsson, etc.



xiii. S. DeMartini - My biggest concern is accountability, 



especially if we move this number up.  For example, there are 


still posters in Scribner from a long time ago, and if the 


number goes up, should there be a committee that looks out 


for the well-being of the campus, monitors who is not taking 


down their posters a certain number of days after an event, 


so I'm interested in knowing how you feel about who will be 


accountable for enforcing these regulations.




-Ms. Fuller - Posters need to have the club name and 



contact person on them and it is up to the club to take 


those posters down, if not facilities services will take 



them down, and they are not happy about it and won't 



be. That’s the other push is to get accountability.



xiv. S. Harper - I was thinking of a combination of the limited 


number, and having the option of taking a percentage of their 

budget to add to the 25.  I also think there should be a 


committee that goes around and finds posters that 



haven't been taken down, and there should be some sort of 


consequence.



xv. S. Bland - It sounds like we're talking about having an 


arbitrary number limit, so we should talk about having a time 


frame after which a club needs to take down posters.




-Ms. Fuller - Again, I think the first line is to contact the 


club and have them do it.  One of the things we talked 



about is putting all the old posters in a bag to see what 


they look like at the end of the semester.



xvi. S. Drucker - How do you feel about a monetary 



restriction?




-Ms. Fuller - I think it’s a good point, I like the idea of a 



compromise because of the black and white concern, 



so if we solely use the budget piece, people will only 



use black and white.



xvii. S. Drucker - If you think about each floor of each dorm, 


there are almost all of our posters already.  The biggest thing 

about posters is that they spark word of mouth.



xviii. S. Solomon - I was just thinking about ad campaigns in 


mailboxes, whether that counts as postering or not.  Some 


students wanted to advertise using tiny pieces of paper in 


mailboxes.




-Ms. Fuller - That was a conversation at the beginning, 



and it was discouraged, its not only paper, but that’s 



also a lot of hours of labor in the post office, and 



technically it doesn't count.



xix. S. Schneider - The other day, I had a girl come up to the 


SGA desk and told me that she was supposed to go around 


and take posters down for facilities services, but she hasn't 


been telling clubs that she's been taking their posters down.



xx. S. Stern - I'm a freshman and part of the reason I was so 


attracted to Skidmore was all the posters everywhere.  I think 

its important that tours see all the posters, I think if you have 

a club, part of the officer position should be to take down 


posters, it should not be a responsibility of Facilities Services 


to take down posters.



xxi. S. Cass - I hope we can shift this conversation toward 


developing a number.  We need to develop a solution to the 


problem, it sounds like 75 is still too much and 50 is a 



compromise.  Are you unwavering to go from 50? 




-Ms. Fuller - I think we need to have a discussion and 



come to a final resting place, and I do need to bring 



this back to dean Calhoun.



xxii. C. Bretan - If you guys have suggestions for where we 


can bring this, please give those.



xxiii. S. Welsh motions to close discussion; discussion closed



xxiv. C. Bretan - this will be brought to IPPC and will be 



hashed out further.  Ms. Fuller, thank you so much for 



coming.

ii. Ms. Hurd - I am a history major, from Washington DC.

iii. S. Welsh - Dead or alive, who would you chose for a 



speaker?




-Ms. Hurd - My favorite politician was Vaclav Havel, who 


was the last president of Czechoslovakia and the first 



president of the Czech Republic.  He brought 




Czechoslovakia out of communist rule.



iv. S. Solomon - Can you tell us about your past involvement?




-Ms. Hurd - I knew I wanted to be involved, I helped 



decide on bringing Gideon Yego to campus and I 




thought he was really great.  He talked about voting 



and how the youth needs to get more into politics.  I 



was abroad last semester, but was on the train for 



David Sedaris, who I think was a great pick for speakers 


bureau.  I show up to every meeting, which I can't say 



for everyone.



v. S. Solomon - There were many students that were upset 


about being excluded from an event that cost an outrageous 


amount of money.  How do you feel about that?




-Ms. Hurd - In a space like Gannett, it was the only 



space that his agent felt would be appropriate for him 



to speak, not everyone's going to be happy with who is 


brought to campus, and $40,000 is definitely a lot but 



there are so many people outside our budget who cost 



way more.



vi. S. Solomon - I guess I would be interested to see if 



someone could speak at a larger venue for less.



vii. S. Cass-Antony motions to close discussion; discussion 


closed



viii. Votes are cast by secret ballot.


c) Willingness-to-Serve Appointment: Senator-At-Large - Darren 
Wilson



i. S. Welsh - Why do you want to be a senator?




-Mr. Wilson - I'm really adamant about policy, getting 



involved, and representing the Skidmore student body.



ii. S. Welsh - Is there anything that you've seen thus far that 


you would be interested in getting involved in?




-Mr. Wilson - I can see myself playing a huge part in the 


issue surrounding Falstaff's.



iii. S. Lichtenberg - Senators sit on 2 committees, which 


committees do you think you would like to sit on?




-Mr. Wilson - I am on class council, and I would also like 



to sit on the Budget and Finance Committee.



iv. S. Schneider motions to close discussion; discussion closed


d) Supplemental for European Union Club



i. S. Welsh - This is a supplemental for the European union 


club.  They annually go to an EU simulation, and this year it is 

in Belgium.  They have been attending this conference since 


the 1980s.  They are requesting $6,300 for this conference.  

We used to give them more, but now we can only fund them 


up to $70 per person, per day, which gives them a total of 


2,025 supplemental for this trip.  And we have the president 


here.



ii. Ritika Singh, president of EU club - I am here to answer 


questions you have about the conference.  The reasons we 


are requesting the supplemental are we go every year and 


this year, we requested more money because it is in Europe, 


so for plane tickets, etc.  The rest of the money we are 


trying to fundraise.



iii. S. Snow - How much did you ask for 2 years ago when the 


conference was in Europe?




-Ms. Singh - We asked for $11k and we got $6.5k.



iv. S. Blumer - How much do you estimate it will cost total?



v. Overall, $6300, which is how much we requested.



vi. S. Cass-Antony - How did you decide from your club who 


is going?




-Ms. Singh - It is based on level of involvement, but 



members of the club have usually been low in numbers.  


The level of commitment is huge, this year it will still be 


about 6 people.



vii. S. Cass-Antony - So that’s, like $1,000 per person?




-Ms. Singh - Yes.



viii. S. Drucker motions to close discussion; discussion closed.

e) Resolution 20-XX: Resolution to Amend SGA Constitution



i. S. Stark - To do what I mentioned last time we talked about 

this, which was that Vice Presidents of sophomore and junior 


class should sit on ICC, and I made it cohesive and succinct. 


The amendment is on article 8, section 8, point B.

f) Conversation on Elections policies and procedures



i. S. Schneider - First, we will talk about write-in candidates. 


last week we talked about whether to get rid of them, what 


their function is, etc. and we basically decided to get rid of 


them, but the issue was raised that they can't campaign at 


all, so should we eliminate them?  Is there any discussion?




a. S. Zeidan - Why do they not have to get signatures? 




-S. Schneider - I don't know why they don't have 




to get signatures, it doesn't say anywhere.  I 




know in the past, people have run as write-in 




because they don't want to get signatures.




b. S. Sasson - I don't think there is any point in having 



write-in candidates when we have Willingness-to-Serve




c. S. Cass-Antony - The reason it's there is that they 



are at least running in the election.  There are often 



large positions that need to be filled last minute.





-S. Schneider - Executive Committee positions 




can't be run in regular elections, they need to be 




run in special elections.




c. S. Welsh - I think the write-in candidates are to some 


advantage, they hardly ever run opposed, which would 



put them at a serious disadvantage.





-S. Schneider - There have been a few contested 




write in elections




d. S. Welsh - When you obtain signatures, you are 



pursuing the right to get your name on the ballot, and I 


still like the idea of the write-in candidate, even without 


this approval




e. S. Bland - I wanted to bring up the question of 




whether special elections could solve this problem.





-S. Schneider - It says if a large position comes 




up a special election must be run.




f. S. Bland - It sounds like a special election would solve 


the problem.




g. S. Snow - It seems like the special elections are the 



only time elections are spur-of-the-moment, so would it 


make sense to just have write-in during special 




elections?





-S. Schneider - That’s a good idea.




h. S. DeMartini - Have we thought about this cap limit 



of a minimum requirement that they need to get for 



them to actually win?





-S. Schneider - That’s another really good idea.




i. S. Sasson - I think if we keep them, we need to let 



students know the names of write-in candidates.




j. S. Cass-Antony - To give you more of an idea of 



where this write-in idea came from, before, people had 



to specifically ask who the write-in candidates were, 



but now it is too accessible, and we also didn't have an 


abstain option, so now we do.  I don't think we should 



be saying they have to campaign or get a certain 



number of votes, but we should say a write in 




candidate cannot run opposed, and it would end right 



there, but they could run through Willingness.




k. S. Welsh - I don't think their names should be on the 



ballot.  I think they should be allowed to campaign.  



They'll run into the tougher problems when they are 



unopposed, but I think every electable position should 



have a write-in spot.





-S. Schneider - They shouldn't even have to 




register, they should just be allowed to be write 




in if they want to?




l. S. Brenner - Having been a write-in, they're not all 



trying to take the easy way out, but the write in thing 



is also probably being taken advantage of, and I would 



be comfortable getting rid of it if we put more energy 



into Willingness.




m. S. Snow - If they have the motivation to get the 



votes, why don't they have enough motivation to go 



through the real process?




n. S. Drucker - I will ask for us to do a straw poll.  Raise 



your hand if you feel comfortable eliminating write-ins.




o. Straw poll results:

ii. S. Schneider - The next topic is junior year abroad.  The 


question was raised of getting signatures when you aren't 


there or a majority of your classmates aren't there, so 



suggestions were lowering the amount, getting a percentage 


from the junior class, so let's continue this discussion.




a. S. Cass-Antony - It's just really hard to run for senior 


class president in the spring when there are only 400 



juniors on campus, and probably only 350 living on 



campus.  I had to go around knocking on doors in 



Scribner, and almost didn't get enough. I would like to 



reduce that number.  Lowering it to either 100 to 125 



would be more reasonable.




b. S. Schneider - Do you know if other people had 




problems?  





-S. Cass-Antony - I don't know, but the 100 is 




manageable, it's the last 50 that were really 




hard.




c. S. Schneider - What if they could get signatures from 


the entire school?  They're not just head of the class, 



they're also chair of ICC. 




d. S. DeMartini - There's no way of doing electronic 



signatures?





-C. Bretan - One of the points of doing it by hand 



is getting some face to face interaction.




e. S. Ma - I like the idea that you get signatures from 



every class, maybe 20% from the junior class




f. S. Schneider - The problem with percentages is that 



we wont have the same number of people on campus 



each year; it would be more complicated




g. S. Snow - Why can't people who are abroad get 



electronic signatures?





-S. Solomon - I don't think that’s even a 





possibility through IT.





-C. Bretan - I don't know how feasible that is




h. S. Schneider - I think a proxy is better.  While it 



wouldn't be you, it would be someone you trust 




enough to represent you




i. S. Blumer - I will caution against getting signatures 



from the entire student body because you could get 



signatures from only underclassmen and not get word 



from a single person in your class, and that seems 



absurd.




j. S. Langyintuo - 100 should be in your the class, 50 



should be from other classes.




k. S. Rivera - Why can't you move the time to before 



juniors leave?





-C. Bretan - Because juniors are abroad all year.





-S. Schneider - Also, spring round 2 elections is 




for the following year, and it’s the big one, so 




you can't run that one early.




l. S. Lichtenberg - I like the idea of splitting it up.




m. S. Welsh - I was going to throw support behind 



electronic signatures, and what that means could just 



be an e-mail saying you support that candidate.




n. S. Cass-Antony - I am of the opinion that since it's 



an executive committee Position, you should have to 



get more, but to get 150 signatures from my class and 


then 150 from other classes is way too daunting




o. S. Schneider - So would you all be in favor of 




lowering it or splitting it between classes?




p. Straw poll results:

iii. S. Schneider - The next topic is the process of 



disqualification, what counts as coercion, etc.




a. C. Bretan - there was an example last semester of 



someone who sat at the voting booth during elections 



and the ad hoc committee couldn't decide whether the 



activities of this person constituted coercion or not.




b. C. Bretan - Let's take a straw poll for whether we 



should re-look at the language to have more precise 



policy, because the wording is just very vague.




c. S. Cass-Antony - We need to put in a definition that 



would encompass all potential examples of "coercion."




d. S. Schneider - Is there a phrase that can encompass 



those things?  It really is a case-by-case basis.




e. S. Cass-Antony - In my opinion, it’s the process that 



needs to be more specific.




f. S. Schneider - I think that as a whole we are focusing 



too much on this situation that happened last 




semester.




g. S. Snow - Even though this kind of thing puts 




executive board and ad hoc in a weird position, isn't 



that the job of executive committee, to make those 



decisions?  I think they just have to make the call on a 



case-by-case basis.




h. S. Bland - You should be able to vote everywhere 



besides the SGA office. 




i. S. Cass-Antony - Along with addressing the process 



itself, there should be a written description of why 



executive board decides what they decide, nothing 



lengthy, but lengthy enough.  We need to figure out 



what the grounds for appeal are.  They are not exact, it 


is just prerogative.




j. S. Drucker motions to close discussion; discussion 



closed.




k. S. Schneider motions to extend new business until all 


items are finished; motion approved.


g) Resolution to allocate funding from Planned Spending to create 
SGA Management Fund



i. S. Welsh - SGA gets about $700,000 a year from student 


activities fee, which is part of your tuition, and that money 


gets allocated to clubs.  Different clubs spend money each 


year, and clubs don’t always spend their money.  All the 


money they don't spend gets rolled into an account called 


Planned Spending, which is used for one-time costs that 


benefit the entire student body.  We need insurance for big 


events, ambulances on campus for big events, we want to 


create a fund to pull funding so that clubs don't have to bear 

the responsibilities of these costs.  Do you have any 



questions?



ii. S. Blumer - If we didn't make this fund, where would it 


come from and will the money be allocated through SGA?




-S. Welsh - If we don't pass this, it would come from 



clubs' budgets.  This money would be just a slush fund 



for myself and for Barb Schallehn to allocate money 



whenever necessary.



iii. S. Welsh - We looked at how many events we would need 


ambulances for, it came to 4 or 5.  This money is to get us 


through this semester, probably the end of the year, to be 


honest.  There aren't that many events that will require 


additional insurance.



iv. S. Sasson motions to close discussion; discussion closed.



v. Resolution approved


h) Supplemental for Photography club



i. S. Welsh - $1,500 was given to them last year, we don't 


know why this number was so low.  A senior probably threw a 

budget together last minute, and this year their president is 


very active, and they are looking to get some additional 


funding for their blackroom and a new camera to be shared.

-C. Bretan - I didn't write that e-mail, it was written by our 


lawyer who added a lot of legal jargon that I didn’t 



understand. They had to change the process last minute, I 


had originally drafted an e-mail that was pretty precise and 


clear.  I am meeting with Barb soon and we will be sending an 


e-mail explaining more clearly what it all means.  But because 


this is a legal thing, I can't vouch for the e-mail that was sent.  

You can't send out a large-scale e-mail that isn't approved by 

the SGA lawyer, and once that happens, you will be able to.  


In the meantime, get it out by word-of-mouth.


b) S. Cass-Antony - How are we proceeding with coming up with a 
resolution for the poster policy?



-C. Bretan - Erica and S. Drucker are going to bring the 



concerns to the IPPC subcommittee, but my guess is that we 


will go with a number around 75.


c) S. Solomon - When there is no discussion on a resolution or 
supplemental, there is no reason to abstain.



-S. Schneider - And don't be afraid to say no.


d) S. Snow - You were talking about the Sexual Assault Task Force, 
has the open forum occurred?



-C. Bretan - Not yet, it should happen as soon as we get 


clearance from the college lawyers that they are speaking to.
