7. President's Report: C. Bretan - At IPPC last week, we endorsed the learning goals that we will be discussing tonight, so that is exciting. S. Solomon will speak to you more about that.  In IPPC, S. welsh and I presented an organizational flow chart.  Some people are concerned about SGA language.  When people say 'SGA,' they mean just officers, and not students in general.  SGA is the whole student body.  The flow chart was created to make the language more cohesive. Pavilion has broken 825 votes, and this is really great, but we still need to break 1,000 before we bring the information to the lawyer at the end of the month. I talked last week about the lack of resolutions coming to senate, but tonight's agenda item, "Blue Skies," is to promote a brainstorm. a) Supplemental 20-XX: International Student Union



i. S. Welsh - The International Students' Union is coming for a 


supplemental for their NYC bus trip this weekend which they 


do annually to acquaint international students with American 


culture via NYC.  They're coming partly because the number 


of international students increases every year so they need 


some more money than usual.  We have a rep from ISU, 


Spencer Xiangjiandangzhi.



ii. Mr. Xiangjiandangzhi - I'm the current president of ISC and 


the main reason for our request is that the number of 



international students has increased.  Also, our budget has 


been cut recently, and I know a lot of clubs have less money 


this year, but this is important for us, because our typical 


budget is around $2,000.  Now, it is around $1,120, and we 


can't do much except little parties, which we have a lot of 


already anyway.  Another reason is because we have had 


several events already on campus, which cost around $400, 


which is basically about half of our first semester budget.  So 


in terms of our NYC trip, a lot of students are asking if we are 

going to do it this year because they've never been there and 

want to se the Statue of Liberty among other things.  It will 


cost us a lot, and we can't do anything next semester.  


$1,320 is what we are applying for and we can visit the 


Statue of Liberty and the Museum of Natural History.



iii. S. Stark - I saw an e-mail saying that people can come for 


$20, is that just to offset the costs?




-Mr. Xiangjiandangzhi - That is just to cover 




transportation, which costs around $1,400.



iv. S. Ma - Does this trip happen every semester or once per 


year?




Mr. Xiangjiandangzhi - Once a year, and it is very 




important because some students don’t have chances 



to see other parts of America, especially such iconic 



parts of America as NYC.

b) Willingness-to-Serve Appointment: Campus Environmental 
Committee - Andy Letwin



i. S. Schneider - Andy Letwin was on this committee last year, 

he loves CEC, and has been an active member of it.



ii. Andrew Letwin - I sat on CEC last year, and we oversaw all 


kinds of projects on campus to try to make it more green and 

save energy.  For example, last year, we installed light 



sensors in a lot of rooms, and they are now doing it in a lot of 

the dorms.  I've been speaking with Erica Fuller, the 



sustainability coordinator, and I'm excited for a new year.



iii. S. Blumer - What is your opinion on the new postering 


policy?




-Mr. Letwin - I think there need to be limits because I 



thinks it is obnoxious when groups print out hundreds 



of posters and put them all over campus but I do 



understand the concerns, so I would be for a slight 



increase, but there does need to be a limit.  However, 



this is not the only way to reduce paper use on 




campus.



iv. S. Blumer - How set are you with a specific number?  


Could it be relative to the club's budget?




-Mr. Letwin - I think a number depending on the size of 



the club could work.  I am hesitant to do it by budget 



because one may just be able to afford more posters, 



but size would certainly be acceptable.



v. S. Solomon - Could you tell us your ideas on saving 



energy?

-Mr. Letwin - One of the bigger things that won't happen this year is using solar panels.  The other thing I want to get off the ground is a cheap way to save energy, which involves all the roofs of the res halls and academic buildings.  They all have black gravel on top which absorbs heat during the summer, so it would reduce the heating costs to replace it with white gravel, or to have green roofs instead, they are doing that in the library right now, just putting plants on the top of the roof.



vi. S. Welsh - What do you see as the single biggest issue we 


have on campus?

-Mr. Letwin - The lack of general concern among students.  They aren't concerned about turning lights off or conserving energy and it's really not a concern for them.  That’s the biggest problem, I wouldn't say I have any novel ideas on how to respond to that though.  Another thing would be lights that are left on by academic buildings, the dining hall, the giant column in Tisch that is always lit.  Those things seem unnecessary to me.



vii. S. Welsh - Sometime last year, there was a breakdown in 


communication between CEC and SGA, so is there anything 


we can improve in terms of communication so that we can 


avoid problems like that in the future?

-Mr. Letwin - I definitely see the problem in that.  I was under the impression that the postering policy was going to come to senate and I didn't think they had the authority to pass it without senate's approval.  I guess that was my job last year, so perhaps I am at fault for that.  The problem is there are only 2 students who sit on CEC.  So, no, I don't really have any ideas yet on how to improve it.



viii. S. Sasson - Have you guys ever talked about composting 


stuff from the dining hall?

-Mr. Letwin - It is something we've talked about, and is something I will be pushing for this year.  The issue is that we would need a huge composting machine, which would be expensive, but it is something that needs to be looked into.



ix. S. Stern - What are your goals for this year regarding food 


waste and energy and the garden?



-Mr. Letwin - The garden is one of the cool things going 


on now.  There is an energy auditing system which 



measures how much energy Skidmore uses, which 



involves installing energy meters, and this allows us to 



track our progress, getting the energy audit completed 


would be there and getting suggestions from people.



x. S. Harper - There was that 'unplug everything' day, are you 

planning on implementing that kind of thing again?

-Mr. Letwin - Like I said, on a campus, educating people is always the toughest thing; we could send emails, letters, but they won't be read, and I don't necessarily think a top down approach would be the way to go.  A club like EAC would need to be the ones to do that but I definitely do see your concern.



xi. S. Sibley - I don't know how expensive the energy auditing 


would be for each dorm, but would it be possible to install 


one in every room, so that students can know how much 


energy they are using?

-Mr. Letwin - Yes, it would be possible, but with a limited budget, you have to figure out what is the most cost-effective thing to do.  The goal of the energy audit is for us as a college to track our progress in the future.  Oberlin has a thing like that, where each room has an energy breakdown but that would be ridiculously expensive.



xii. S. Wilson motions to close; discussion closed.


c) Conversation on Learning Goals: S. Solomon



i. S. Solomon - So this conversation is to let you know what 


faculty are concerned about, but we decided it would be 


more productive to talk about what you think, and if things 


are brought up that resonate with things that have been said, 

we'll talk about them.



ii. S. Blumer - What are these goals supposed to accomplish?

-S. Solomon - I think the goals are, first, the college in some way has to have learning goals in order to be accredited, so in part, it’s a formality, but a bigger part is to change teacher's habits.  It is also to signify that there is a recognized understanding that there are things we should be learning, but today in Assessment Steering Committee, we talked about 8 projects that are already being undertaken.  FYE has done a ton of assessment, and there are a lot of other projects going on.  We talked today about examples of how other colleges are using this.  One college gives their students a document like this along with their transcript and they tell them to look at it and tell them to say exactly how the goals fit into how and what they are learning.



iii. S. Stern - This document just seems really vague.  It 



doesn’t seem special in any way.  It mentions that we "take 


pride in our own distinctive way," but I feel like these are 


common goals for every institution.




-S. Solomon - I think there are a few responses to that. 



The preamble signifies that we offer students a liberal 



arts education.  To answer your question, in some ways 


it doesn't need to be unique, what do the rest of you 



think?



iv. S. Bland - I agree that they are vague, but I don't see how 


you could make them more specific to the school.  Also, my 


question is, is this a revision or is it brand new?




-S. Solomon - This has been an ongoing process for 



years, and this particular document started being 



written last September. It will be implemented in 




December, and it will remain in effect from then on.



v. S. Schneider - I think that it's okay that these are vague 


because I think it lends itself to each student to interpret 


them differently and I think that's great.  I like it.



vi. S. Langyintuo - How is a student going to assess whether 


these goals are being achieved?




-S. Solomon - Colleges are starting to do their own 



things.  There are already these ongoing projects, like 



FYE, that are clearly addressing these goals but that 



haven't been synthesized, we talked in assessment 



about surveys, to say things like, 'did you actually learn 


this?';  'How has what you learned here affected your 



time at Skidmore?'



vi. S. Langyintuo - After assessing these things, would the 


school make changes? 




-S. Solomon - It’s a way to figure out if we're doing 



what we say we're doing.



vii. S. Drucker - I am in support of the document but I would 


like to see some language that holds us to higher academic 


standards, and that could underscore a sense of challenge.




-S. Solomon - I will certainly bring that to assessment.



viii. S. Welsh - How do departments fit into all these goals? 


Do they plan on having their own sets of goals?

-S. Solomon - It actually hasn't yet, what has been talked about is that this will be used for departments, but maybe that is something to be talked about.  I can ask tomorrow.  I know departments are required to assess themselves, but that’s not to say they won't be part of this.  In the early process, faculty had questions like 'Will my classes have to change?'  To my knowledge, departments don't have their own set.



ix. S. Brenner - What I do think is unique to Skidmore is the 


actual set up of the document, the bullets, the font, etc.  Do 


faculty plan to circulate a hard copy to students so that they 

know about it?




-S. Solomon - I think that’s a good idea. This document 



came to academic council.  Relationships between 



students and faculty have been great.  While it's been 



worked on mostly by grownups, it has gotten a lot of 



student input.



x. S. Coons - What will the visibility of this document be?




-S. Solomon - It has been shown to faculty, staff, and it 


is my hope that it will be used with first-year students, 



but I'm not sure. My hope is to make it as public as 



possible.



xi. S. Curry - Something I would really like to see is the fact 


that there's a really open dialogue between faculty and 



students, and that would be nice to see in here.



xii. S. Blumer - You might not have a reason, but what is the 


push back from faculty?  Why don't they like this?

-S. Solomon - I think some don't see this tradition of "hand and mind," especially from a Theater perspective, reflected in this document, and some just don't think these goals are Skidmore.  Someone said that this document sets the bar too low, that it isn't good enough.  Also there are some things that people think are left out.  There's no mention of excellence, and someone asked about why the words 'academic' and 'scholarship' weren't reflected.  From the vibe that I got, it didn't seem that the pushback was so giant.  This document has been circulated a lot, and what you're seeing now reflects all the opinions given over the last 8 months.



xiii. S. Schneider - If I could say one thing that I think is a little 

too vague, I think "communicate effectively," needs to be 


more specific, just because there are so many ways of 



communicating.  Is this verbal communication?  Written?




-S. Solomon - I will bring this section to SEPP tomorrow 


morning.



xiv. S. Snow - I was going to respond to individual 



departments and assessment.  I just participated in 



assessment of the science department, and I know that 


departments don't have their own learning goals, just so 


that's clear.



xv. S. Welsh - Is there anything that you think should change, 

S. Solomon?

-S. Solomon - I've never sat on a committee that's been so receptive to students' concerns.  I too was at first wary of the vagueness, but I think it does its job.  As the assessment committee has learned, we can look at it for hours, but it is time to take the next step.



xvi. S. Welsh - Has there been anything on here that people 


think that we're not doing well enough, that it’s a new goal or 

something we're currently not doing?

-S. Solomon - I'm not sure I can accurately answer that.  I think this document is supposed to hold up for students through all four years. Hopefully it has recognized that these are all things that we're doing. Maybe going back to talking about scholarship is really important for us and for faculty to recognize that we don't necessarily want to become scholars, so who this document is for is an important question.  They really are goals for student learning. So I don't think there are new goals, but there are some we haven't measured.



xvii. S. Sasson - Something that I think is missing is student 


tolerance.  Also, I think "deliberately and well" is a strange 


phrase.  I also think we could add something about activism 


and student engagement, which is something that is unique 


to our school.




-S. Solomon - I think that is expressed pretty explicitly 



in section 3, but I understand.



xviii. S. DeMartini motions to close discussion; discussion 


closed.


d) Conversation on Case Center

i. S. Stark - I sit on Case Council which is part of the Case Center task force.  Right now we're trying to fix it up, figure out what people use it for, why they don't use it.  So before the new dining hall was established, Case Center was the place to be, and I see how, especially for underclassmen, the dining hall has sort of taken that away.  The group consists of Dean Calhoun and Robin Adams, so there are some pretty important people on it.  I just wanted to see how other people feel about Case Center.  An architect will be coming in to examine it and see what can happen with the space.  One of the questions is whether it should be a social place or a study place?



ii. S. Schneider - I think Case should be more social but I think 

that there is an issue of study space, because it is the only 


place that's open 24/7 so people come here because there's 


nothing else, so I think expanding study space would help on 


one level.




-S. Stark - I was thinking of putting the door back on 



the '01 lounge, then people could use it for studying.



iii. S. Schneider- What's with the faculty-staff lounge?




-S. stark - The faculty-staff lounge was recently closed, 


and the group seems to think we need another eating 



area.




-C. Bretan - They were talking about turning the 




faculty-staff lounge into a Panera-like place, closing 



Burgess, keeping the Spa, but cutting back the hours 



of the Spa.



iv. S. Schneider - I think that's another reason people don't 


use case, because the Spa is closed at 5pm, and then only 


Burgess is open.




-C. Bretan - I think every other school has something 



open 24/7.



v. S. Welsh - I think Case should be primarily social.  I like the 


idea of pool tables.

vi. S. Stark - Case will never be completely social, because of Ladd, so it will always have that weird mix, but the Spa is definitely dead after 5:00.  Another thing that bothers me is the lighting.  We are looking into that, as well as cleanliness.  We all agree that it needs to be brighter.



vii. S. Curry - I think if we need to turn the faculty-staff 


lounge into something, a social place would be great.  But if 
 

we were thinking of closing one of the food places, then that 


would affect student workers.




-C. Bretan - the faculty-staff lounge would actually 



employ more students, it would take the pressure off 



of having to hire people late at night, and the spa 



can't afford to hire fulltime employees to run it late at 



night.




-S. Curry - So the Spa and faculty-staff would trade 



off?




-S. Stark - Yes.



viii. S. Snow - I like the idea of having an option open of 


getting real food late at night, since during the day you can 


get a sandwich for five dollars, so we should be able to get 


something after 5pm, especially for the people without meal 


plans.



ix. S. Stark - How late do you think another food option would 

need to be open?




-S. Snow - Between 8 and 10 maybe.

x. S. Sasson - I also think lighting is a problem for the '01 lounge, the lighting in there is awful, so I think a door would be a bad idea.  I agree that case should be a social place, but I think its proximity to the library makes it a study place.  Some classrooms are locked, some have big groups in there, so some of Case needs to retain that function.  Also, you mentioned moving the chairs out of the Spa, I guess that's because there are a lack of study spaces, but I think it needs to stay a study place.  I think a game room would be a good idea, but having it closed off more.  I also think that could be really abused and get dirty really fast.



xi. S. Langyintuo - I agree that there should be a game room, 


but it would be cool to still retain the study aspect.



xii. S. Stark - Quick straw poll: turning faculty staff into study 

place vs. food place vs. game room?




Votes for food place: 16




Votes for Game room: 4




Votes for Study place: 6



xiii. S. Ma - I feel like Case Center can be used in different 


ways.  In the morning people get coffee, so it is more social.  


At night, it becomes more of a study space.  I think it should 


be more about how to balance them.  Like make the whole 


first floor social, second floor all for study, for example.



xiv. S. Lichtenberg - I think we should just get more clubs 


involved in Case, and that would make it more social, like 


SkidTV, etc.



xv. S. Stark - I think we sort of have that already.  This is my 


personal opinion, Case is very central and is a place where 


anyone can gather, and I think we do have to acknowledge 


that if we can organize a game room it would not be 



conducive to learning.



xvi. S. Blumer - My problem with eliminating Burgess is that it 


has a great character, there's a clear window, and it's right 


on the breezeway.




-C. Bretan - I agree and that's something I brought up, 



but the problem is just the money it's bringing in, and 



with budget cuts, the school is trying to figure out how 


we can be more economically effective, and that's 



where cuts will start.



xvii. S. Blumer - I don't get why if we close Burgess, and open 

this new open, how it would be cheaper.




-C. Bretan - That's not what it is.  The Spa and the new 


place in faculty-staff will supplement each other.  They 



will fill those positions with student workers as opposed 


to unionized workers.




-S. Blumer - I still don’t see how closing burgess will 



-help.




-S. Drucker - I think it's also a matter of how the school 


can make more money.  Having a healthy food place 



will get people buying a ton more stuff.



xviii. S. Cass-Antony - When you're talking about making the 


faculty-staff lounge a healthier place, will it actually be?  My 


issue is it will probably be them putting things in sandwich 


containers, and putting them out for us to make.




-C. Bretan - The whole point is that there will be a salad 


bar, lots of soups, and just healthier options later at 



night.  Conversations say that this is the direction they 


are hoping to go in.

xix. S. Cass-Antony - More thoughts are that I don't see them allowing students to run a place by themselves.  For them to not have full-time workers, I don't see as a possibility.  So to make a long story short, I would suggest that you don't make it a study space or a game room.  In terms of a game room in the Saratoga Room, to put it in there seems illogical.  There are little things we can do to tweak Case, but I don't think these changes need to happen.  Also, what things is the architect coming to look at?




-S. Stark - The committee has all these visions of 



looking at new staircases, putting up new curtains, etc.  


He is coming more for design purposes.

xx. S. Wilson - I agree with S. Ma's point of having one floor dedicated to study and one to socializing.  However, I don't think it would be feasible to close down one food station and open another.  For example, we could keep the Spa open until 2 in the morning, close the grill, and have a salad bar open.  I think the faculty-staff lounge would be a good place for the game room.



xxi. S. Coons - Could we move some computers and have a 


cybercafe lounge kind of thing?



xxii. S. Solomon - We just need to remember that there are 


offices all over Case.




-S. Stark - Rochelle likes having noise, especially when 



tours go by.




-S. Solomon - I just thought that having a game room 



would not be conducive to that environment.

xxiii. S. DeMartini - I am in favor of using the Saratoga room, I think it would be totally fine because how many people are going to be making noise?  A lot of kids are busy, and I don't see noise happening at times when it would get inappropriate.  I see people using that space much more frequently during the weekends.

xxiv. S. Curry - I think we talk a lot about the inside of Case, but there's also the possibility of using the outside of Case.  The only thing I'm concerned about is if we have pool tables on campus, while it’s a great idea, it will be a novelty for a couple of weeks and then people won't use it, things would go missing, etc. so maybe we could try to find something more permanent.  I think the best way to facilitate socialization is better furniture, having all the tools there.

xxv. S. Schneider- I love pinball, I love pool, upstairs the third floor is a really awkward place, but maybe we could put some computers up there.  I think the idea of a game room in the Saratoga room could help late night too.

xxvi. S. Ma - If we want to move Burgess, I have an idea, does everyone know where the Skidmore newspaper is? That would be a better place for Burgess, if we move it, outside are tables, so they could share with the Spa.




-C. Bretan - Actually, Skidnews just moved that that 



space, so they wouldn't be able to move again.



xxvii. S. Snow - If we're going to make Case social, I don't 


think noise should be an issue, that's what being social 



involves.  Motions to close discussion; discussion closed.

v. S. Molton - SGA needs to be more accessible to the 



student body.



vi. S. Curry - Modifying or getting rid of all-halls



vii. S. Wilson - Working with Michelle Hubbs to create a 



volunteer coordinator from the senate body.

viii.  S. Drucker - This is something I would like sophomores to get involved in.  Currently, there are issues with registering for classes if you are waiting to hear from an abroad program.  Once Skidmore has accepted you, you are gone, and you could hear from them and not the program, and you won't be allowed to register for classes, then if you don't get accepted, you are put in a terrible situation with trying to get classes.  So if you're interested in helping with this, come chat with me.



ix. S. Stern - Keeping the library open later than 10 on 



Saturdays



x.  S. Schneider - Making SGA officers more accessible.  


Alyssa Chrobuck, who had my position last year, had a tree of 

everyone in SGA and who’s who and what we did.  



xi. S. Sasson - We need to restructure honors forum, and 


keep the library open past 1am.



xii. S. Solomon - Transportation for community service 



activities.



xiii. S. Coons - Having SGA week, where people can come ask 


us questions in the dining hall or having office hours or 



something.



xiv. S. Schneider - Can we change the operating hours of 


something like the library?

-C. Bretan - No, but we can push it for the people who can.  Thank you for all the great ideas.  "Blue skies" is where we go through this list and talk about what would really work and try to get people in touch with other people and try to see how these things can manifest.  So let's brainstorm on these topics, starting with S. Drucker's idea about not being allowed to apply to two programs at the same time, and in waiting to find out if they got into their program, missing all the campus deadlines.  Does anyone have any ideas for this?




1. S. Blumer - If you think about it, half of the junior 



class goes abroad fall semester, the other half go 



abroad spring semester, so if that were fixed for 




everyone, then underclassmen wouldn't get into any of 


the classes they want.




2. S. Lichtenberg - Maybe registering for a class can 



have a special category, students waiting to go abroad.

3. S. Snow - There are actually a lot of issues going on especially with the new waitlist policy, substituting classes, having a switch button, if you were to get into this class, it would automatically put you in, I think that's something to deal with.  There are a lot of issues here to look at.




4. S. Curry - I was thinking maybe we could do a 




modified planning sheet for these people.




5. S. Drucker - I think this would affect so few people 



who are going abroad, that it would not screw over the 


underclassmen.




-C. Bretan - So now, how about the community service 



idea, S. Wilson do you want to re-introduce this?




1. S. Wilson - Michelle Hubbs and I were talking about 



having an SGA community service coordinator.




2. S. Schneider - Getting in touch with benefaction 



would help.




3. S. Cass-Antony - At other schools, there are VPs of 



service positions, but those are at bigger schools, and I 


think the better question is how we can get groups to 



work together more.




4. S. Solomon - Why can't this happen next week?  



There's been enough conversation about this, there is 



no reason why we can't have someone be the step-up 



position for this, an alternative form of legislation.





-C. Bretan - No one else is on the list, but if you 




have new ideas, bring them in.  The whole point 




of this is to do something about the issues that 




we have.

a) S. Solomon - So this transportation business with Michelle Hubbs, 
do you have any ideas?

v. S. Cass-Antony - This would be creating a paid position to 


students on campus who can drive students around.



vi. S. Solomon - Michelle Hubbs is especially concerned with 


the money aspect.



vii. S. Welsh - There are a lot of risk management issues. 


Once you start paying people, a lot of stuff changes.



viii. S. Solomon - I will ask Michelle Hubbs to e-mail you, S. 


Welsh.



ix. S. Welsh - OK, I still don't fully understand it.
