Correlation/Regression Lab, Phase 1

Earlier this semester we had a lab that involved determining your IQ. OK, it was a fairly bogus IQ measure, but it might measure some component of intelligence. It seems to me that, generally speaking, if one were interested in predicting a student’s overall GPA, intelligence (measured in some fashion) would likely play a role. But it’s also quite likely that other factors/variables would also play a role. What are the factors that you think predict a student’s overall GPA? Please rank order (from 1 = most important) eight factors that you think would explain the greatest amount of variability in GPA scores.

The next step, of course, would be to determine ways in which you would measure each of the variables of interest to you. There is actually a statistical procedure (multiple regression analysis) that would consider more than one predictor variable, so it could consider how all of the variables that you’ve identified contribute to variability in GPA. However, in this introductory course, you will consider only one predictor variable in your analyses. Nonetheless, we can look at each variable separately. To do so, I need to collect some data from you, some of which may be consistent with the variables that you identified above.
