Economic Geography Project #2 description
Select a city of your choice in the US.

The place that you choose should have a minimum of 30 block groups (if it is small) or at least 30 tracts if medium size.

If you select a very large city, use all of the relevant tracts for your study.

Look for interrelationships among relevant economic variables


e.g., household incomes, earnings, education, poverty, commuting time, housing values.

You may optionally include socio-economic variables such as race, ethnicity, ancestry, citizenship status, years in US, ancestry, linguistic isolation, place of birth

Submit at least 3 maps (pdf form) of related economic or socio-economic characteristics of the place that you have chosen. 

Submit a one-page paper (Word document) describing what your maps illustrate.

Consider mapping changes between 1990 and 2000.  Using www.NHGIS.org you can go back even further.  Remember that block groups change frequently over time.  Tracts also change over time but less often.

Project grades will be based on your integration of the relevant economic or socioeconomic data that you map, the degree of difficulty of the project, the originality of your project and the quality of your maps.  The maps should be readily understandable by a typical Skidmore student who is not an economics major.
