CEPP Minutes

April 10, 2007

In attendance: Dan Nathan, Beau Breslin (Chair), Matthew Hockenos, Deb Hall, Pat Hilleren, Muriel Poston, Jon Brestoff, Heather Vickery, Kyle Nichols (scribe).

I. The minutes for the 4/3/07 meeting were approved.

II. Linda Simon and Joanna Zangrando from the Special Programs Study Group attended the first part of the meeting.  Most of the discussion centered on CEPP’s relation to Special Programs.  Some of the issues addressed included: Is there a role for the DOSP on CEPP, the differences in short-term study abroad programs that are housed in Special Programs and Academic Affairs, the quality of instruction during the academic year and during summer session, the issue of faculty status in both UWW and MALS, and the relationship of UWW and MALS to the residential community.  CEPP thanked Linda Simon and Joanna Zangrando for coming. Linda and Joanna urged CEPP to contact them if there were any additional questions.

III. Cori Filson from the Office of International Study visited CEPP to discus the pilot proposal for Skidmore to join the National Student Exchange.  Cori informed CEPP that Skidmore is undertaking a 3-year trial of the program to determine if the program is right for the institution and for our students.  Many facets of the proposal were discussed including: benefits for students, financial aide, and the role of departments in deciding what programs are right for their students.  CEPP was also informed that this form of domestic exchange is new to our peer and aspirant institutions and some of them are interested to see how it will work at Skidmore.   CEPP discussed its role in the pilot program and determined that since it is not a long-standing program, only a report to the faculty is needed.  After three years, the program will be assessed and future affiliation will be determined.

IV. The meeting ended with a brief discussion on the charge to, and the membership of, the DOS restructuring sub-committee.  Both the charge and the committee membership were approved by CEPP.
