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Minutes for CEPP meeting of March 27, 2008

1. Dan reported that at the March 18 IRC meeting there was discussion of:

· Annual resetting of passwords 

· Eliminating spam bounce back messages

2. Minutes of the 3/6 and 3/20 meetings were approved with amendments.

3. CEPP discussed the pending meeting with FEC regarding the process to bring the UWW proposal to the faculty.  Dean Oles wanted to note the whole committee should have been included in the CEEP/FEC meeting.  

CEPP discussed several aspects related to a motion for UWW closure.   Among the topics covered were:

· Which committee is in the best place to take the motion forward

· IPPC has a broader perspective while CEPP would represent the faculty voice

· The motion should include plans for closure or continuation

· The motion should have a clear timeline

4. CEPP discussed its response to the NSSE Report.  CEPP recognizes that a follow-up qualitative study should be done to help understand the meaning of the data.  CEPP also welcomes further conversations with the Office of Institutional Research to discuss the means and resources required to get the qualitative study done.  CEPP further recognizes that the timing for such a study is important to make the findings relevant and useful before the next NSSE study is done.

5. CEPP changed the wording in its operating code regarding visitation at the request of the VPAA and the DOSA.  The language now reads, “In consultation with the Chair of CEPP, invitations to attend CEPP meetings may be extended by the VPAA or the DOSA to any of the administrative officers who report to them.”

6. CEPP discussed the membership of a subcommittee that will review the College’s Academic Grievance Policy.  The subcommittee will consist of a member of CEPP, CAFR, CAS, and a student.  CEPP also discussed the charge and a timeline for a report.  At this point CEPP believes a December 2008 report is feasible.  The chair of CEPP will draft a charge and send to CEPP for input.

7. CEPP briefly discussed the proposal from the Periclean Honor Society that would shift it from SGA to Academic Affairs.  As time was running short, it was agreed to be put on the agenda for next week and Muriel would come back with suggestions for changing the membership of the committee.
