II. Old Business 

a.  Student Forum  Claire Solomon updated CEPP on the upcoming student forum on the Grade Appeal Proposal sponsored by Academic Council of SGA.  It was agreed that the discussion should be held in a big circle rather than a table and audience format.
b.  CAS Motions CEPP agreed to ask CAS for data prior to endorsing the CAS proposal for changing how honors are awarded.

c.  2012-13 Academic Calendar Ann Henderson is working on the 2012-2013 academic calendar and will bring it to CEPP when it is done.  

III. New Business
a.  CEPP Chair for 2010-11 CEPP unanimously agreed to make Bob Turner the Chair.

b.  Proposal on Senior Integrity Susan Kress brought a discussion from VPAA Staff about developing a Senior Integrity Process.  The policy would address the question of what the institution should do if a senior student completes all academic requirements, but they may have not met other requirements. 
CEPP conducted a lengthy discussion of two issues.  First, what does the faculty vote to confer degrees mean?  Does it mean the students have completed the academic requirements or does it also mean the student is in good social standing?  Second, what should the process and criteria be for resolving these issues on a case by case basis?
