Addendum to Curriculum Committee Minutes 
February 1, 1999

CURRICULUM COMMITTEE HANDLING OF ROUTINE MATTERS

In response to a recommendation by the Dean of the Faculty, and after careful consideration, the Curriculum Committee agrees to delegate certain "routine" matters to a subcommittee to include the chair of the Committee, the Registrar, and the Dean of Studies. The purpose of the subcommittee's work is to allow the Curriculum Committee to attend to larger, more important curricular issues, not to diminish their authority over or interest in matters submitted to the Committee. Although each proposal or inquiry submitted to the Committee warrants its own consideration, "routine" matters may generally include the following:

a)
course description or title modifications

b)
changes in prerequisites, especially reductions in prerequisites

c)
additions or changes in meeting all‑college requirements

d)
courses approved for interdisciplinary minor programs

e)
course deletions that do not affect the requirements or resources of other


departments or programs

f)
topics courses being added to established topics rubrics

g)
LS2 courses already approved by the LS Committee

h)
course renumbering that does not involve a change in level

For future reference, and in order to protect its authority and responsibilities as a committee of the faculty, the Curriculum Committee will observe the following procedures and principles:

a)
The Registrar and the Dean of Studies (who are non‑voting members of the


Curriculum Committee), will review materials prior to the Committee


meeting and report their recommendations to the Committee chair

b)
The chair of the Committee, at his or her sole discretion, may concur or


disagree with any of the recommendations of the other subcommittee


members and decide to take any proposal to the entire Committee for


discussion

c)
The chair will report to the full Committee on all "routine" decisions made by


the subcommittee; this will not only safeguard the decision‑making process


but also provide all committee members with a wider context for future, less


routine decisions

d)
The Curriculum Committee may disagree with the chair and subcommittee


at any point in time and request further explanation of a subcommittee


decision or require review by the full committee

e)
The Curriculum Committee may at any point in time modify or revoke the


procedures or principles being used by the subcommittee or suspend its


operations altogether
